Sussex-Warren Area Energy Cooperative
Energy Aggregation Program Update

The Township of Fredon, as lead agency for the Sussex-Warren Area Energy Cooperative, is pleased to
announce that the energy aggregation program that provides a reduced electricity rate for residents in
the Township of Fredon, the Borough of Andover, Blairstown Township, Green Township, Hardwick
Township, Harmony Township, Hope Township, Oxford Township, the Borough of Stanhope, the Borough
of Branchville, the Borough of Alpha, Stillwater Township and the Town of Phillipsburg is being extended.
The current program rate for the SWAEC’s GEA program is $.0886/kWh.

Beginning with your first meter read on or after June 1, 2020, the program rate for the remainder of the
current program term (through December 31, 2020) will be reduced from $0.0886/kWh to $0.0869/kWh.
In addition to the reduction in the program rate, the program term is being extended beginning from the
first meter read on or after January 1, 2021, for an additional 12 months until your first meter read after
December 31, 2021.

A few things to remember about the program:

e While there is no guarantee of savings from month-to-month through the GEA program,
participants in the SWAEC have seen an aggregate savings of $1,217,000 since the GEA program
began in 2017.

e Participation in the GEA program offers budget stability in that residents can have confidence
knowing that they won't pay more than the program rate for their electric supply, unlike JCP&L's
fluctuating price-to-compare and two-tiered summer rates’.

e Remember that you can opt-in and opt-out of the SWAEC’s energy aggregation program at any
time without the worry of being charged any fees or penalties. Leaving and re-enrolling in the
program is subject to the timing of meter readings and typically takes 1-2 full meter read cycles.

e You can opt-out by calling (877) 292-3904 or logging on to www.njaggregation.us/SWAEC. If you
do not opt-out of the program within 30 calendar days after the postmark on this notice, you will
continue to be included in the program at the rates and terms noted above.

Actualizacion del Programa de Agregacion de Energia

El municipio de Fredon, como agencia lider de la Cooperativa de energia del area de Sussex-Warren, se
complace en anunciar que el programa de agregacion de energia que proporciona una tarifa de electricidad
reducida para los residentes del municipio de Fredon, el distrito de Andover, el municipio de Blairstown,
Green Township, Hardwick Township, Harmony Township, Hope Township, Oxford Township, Borough of
Stanhope, Borough of Branchville, Borough of Alpha, Stillwater Township y Town of Phillipsburg se estdn
ampliando. La tarifa actual del programa GEA de SWAEC es de $ .0886 / kWh.

A partir de la lectura de su primer medidor a partir del 1 de junio de 2020, la tarifa del programa para el
resto del periodo actual del programa (hasta el 31 de diciembre de 2020) se reducird de $ 0.0886 / kWh a
S 0.0869 / kWh. Ademas de la reduccion en la tarifa del programa, el plazo del programa se extendera a
partir de la primera lectura del medidor el 1 de enero de 2021 o después, durante 12 meses adicionales
hasta la lectura de su primer medidor después del 31 de diciembre de 2021.

Algunas cosas para recordar sobre el programa:

e Sibien no hay garantia de ahorros de mes a mes a través del programa GEA, los participantes en
SWAEC han visto un ahorro agregado de $ 1,217,000 desde que el programa GEA comenzé en
2017.

e La participacion en el programa GEA ofrece estabilidad presupuestaria en el sentido de que los
residentes pueden tener la confianza de saber que no pagardn mas que la tarifa del programa por
su suministro eléctrico, a diferencia de las fluctuantes tarifas de verano para comparar de JCP&L
y de dos niveles?.

e Recuerde que puede habilitar o deshabilitar el programa de agregacién de energia de SWAEC en
cualquier momento sin la preocupacién de que se le cobren tarifas o multas. Dejar y volver a
inscribirse en el programa esta sujeto al tiempo de las lecturas del medidory, por lo general, toma
1-2 ciclos completos de lectura del medidor.
